I. Objectives

- Writing: write sentences with phrasal verbs.

- Raise students’ interest in practicing classroom language and talking about daily activities with phrasal verbs.

	Miming game
-Instruct the rule:

+ A student acts out the action, another student guesses the word.

+ Who has the correct answer will get a gift.
- Let students play the game in 3 minutes.

- Write students’ answers on the board.
- Lead in new lesson.

	Presentation
(10 mins)
	1. Vocabulary: Phrasal verbs

-Explain the definition of phrasal verbs:
 Phrasal verbs are verbs with more than one preposition. They are also called ‘two-part verbs” or ‘three-part verbs”.

Example: get up, come in, get out of…
- Provide vocabulary: Teacher explains or acts to give meaning.
+ Wake up: stop sleeping and open your eyes

+ Get up: get out of bed

+ Turn off (VP)

+ Turn on (VP)

+ Put on (VP)

+ Take off (VP)

+ Make up (VP)

+ Throw away (VP)

+ Put away (VP)

+ Write down (VP)

+ Pick up (VP)
-Ask students to listen and repeat.

- Ask students to watch the video, note down and try to remember some phrasal verbs they see in the video. 

- Call some students to tell the actions in the video.
- Check with the whole class.
	· Listen carefully
· Listen and note down

· Listen and repeat

· Watch the video and note down.

· Tell the actions in the video.

	2. Word order of phrasal verbs
-Give examples:
Example: 
· Pick up your book!

· Pick your book up!

· Pick it up!
-Ask students to tell the order of phrasal verbs based on the examples.

- Explain the word order of phrasal verbs:
1. If the object of a phrasal verb is a noun, you can put it after or between the verb + prep.

2. If the object of a phrasal verb is a pronoun, you can put it between the verb + prep. 
- Ask students to give some more examples.

- Check students’ answers and give comments.
	· Read the examples.

· Share ideas.
· Pay attention.

· Give examples.

	Practice
(7 mins)
	Task 1. Rewrite the sentences with a pronoun. Change the word order if necessary.
-Explain the requirement of the task.

- Do the first sentence as an example.

Eg: Can you turn up the TV?

=> Can you turn it up?
- Ask students to do the task in 3 minutes.
1.I looked after her children for an hour. 

2. I’ll give your book back tomorrow.
 3. Shall I look up his address? 

4. Have you thrown away yesterday’s newspaper?
5. He gets on with his sisters very well.
- Call some students to give answers.

- Check with the whole class.

· Give answers

1. I looked after them for an hour.
2. I’ll give it back tomorrow.

3. Shall I look it up?
4. Have you thrown it away?

5. He gets on with them very well.
